PHASE II RESIDENT AGREEMENT

December 3, 2007

I understand that the LifeStart Village Phase II program is intended to provide a safe, healthy, supportive home for families who have become financially self-sufficient.  I understand that I need to be actively involved in my child(ren)’s education and to carry out my own personal growth and education.  I further understand that I am expected to help other residents achieve their goals in whatever way I am able and that, in return, I can expect similar support and help from them.

All residents of LifeStart Village Phase II and Phase III housing facilities are members of the Resident Committee.  As a member of the Resident Committee, in order to ensure the well being of all members of the community, adults and children, I make the following commitments:

1. To participate in all resident planning meetings and other activities as scheduled

2. To attend all parent activities provided by my child(ren)’s school or preschool.  To have my children enrolled in school and attending school regularly.  To have my children on time to school each day.

3. To attempt to attend one class or group per quarter that is provided (or approved) by the Family Support Center with an 80% attendance rate by me.  Exceptions to this will be given to the Resident Coordinator.

4. To ensure a healthy and nurturing environment for everyone by obeying the following rules:

A. Observing Village quiet hours in the evenings (9pm) and early mornings (7am) and ensuring that my child(ren) comply as well.  Guests will not jeopardize the peace, safety and security of the environment by not adhering to the rules herein.

B. Providing responsible care for my children, either under my direct care or under the care of a responsible sitter.

C. Refraining from possessing or using illegal drugs at any time, or allowing the distribution or possession of drugs by others on Life Start Village property.

D. Refraining from or being under the influence of alcoholic beverages on the Phase II exterior grounds.  

E. I will use these facilities in a respectful, peaceful, family enhancing, growth producing appropriate manner.  This includes play areas, buildings, grounds, etc.

F. Respecting all residents and Family Support Center staff by honoring their values with courtesy, avoiding aggressive behavior toward anyone, including my own child(ren), and avoiding profanity.  There will be no hitting, yelling, fighting or profane words directed towards anyone, including my own children.. Confidentiality of all residents will be honored and maintained.

G. In the event a resident desires to have someone live with them other than their minor children, that person needs to apply and pass a criminal background check

(BCI) through owner’s agent, currently Utah Non Profit Housing Corp.  This information needs to be communicated to the Family Support Center executive Director.

5.  To participate in regularly scheduled service projects within the wider Midvale community.

6. To maintain my personal living space so that it is clean and neat inside and outside and does not detract from the outside appearance of the building, e.g. no foil or other unusual coverings on windows, items hung to dry on balcony or patio railings, back porch storage.  Inspections will be conducted monthly by UNPH of my unit.  My units outside areas are to be kept clean and neat at all times.  Garbage cans not to be located on front porch or front yard area at any time, Porches are not to be used for storage of items and barbeque items need to be kept in my back yard.

7. Parking spaces are limited to two parking spaces per resident.  No parking in the designated no parking areas nor in the red zones.

8. Driving at the designated speed limit when entering the grounds, in order to protect the children.

9. To make skills or resources that I have available to others in the home in exchange for services/resources which they can provide for me at no charge.

10. To comply with random drug screening tests.

11. To have my automobile appropriately and currently licensed and in running, operable condition.

12. All residents will be required to document progress that is being made in the LifeStart Village program.  This relates to classes or workshops attended.  Notify the Resident Coordinator.

13. To comply with the Crime Free Lease Addendum attached as a part of this document.

14. To have regular in-person case management with Life Start staff.  This will be weekly for the first month into Phase II; twice monthly for the next month, then once monthly throughout my residency in Life Start Village.

The Administration of The Family Support Center LifeStart Village program reserves the right to make changes to the Phase II Resident Agreement as necessary.  All changes will be subject to the required 30-day notice before implementation.
